C.A.R.E./THE JOHN 3:16 CENTER STOCK THE CLASSROOM 
 

Each year the John 3:16 Center has had a school supply drive where parents 

have appointments to receive supplies.  The Center would give as many items 

on the child’s specific list as they could; however, they were not able to meet 

all of their supply needs.  Supplies cost about $50 per child each year, includ-

ing an inexpensive book bag.  This cost is higher for children in need of a gra-

phing calculator.  Many of the parents were having to attend other school supply events in the community 

in order to get all the supplies their children needed.  This year the Center will be working with other area 

organizations to make an even bigger impact in our community.  Instead of stocking individual students, 

they will be stocking full classrooms.  Through their “Stock the Classroom” campaign, every child in the 

classroom will be fully prepared to learn on their first day of school.  Teachers will also be able to spend 

more time assessing the needs of their students on those critical first days of school instead of unpack-

ing the needed supplies.  They will begin collecting items on Saturday, June 1, through Friday, August 9, 

with the goal of stocking as many classrooms as possible.  New or gently used uniforms will also be col-

lected and distributed as they have in the past.  If you would like to double your impact, order supplies 

from the Center’s “Wish List” on Amazon Smile, and the Center will receive a portion of your purchase as 

a donation.
